Guyon drove them to a local hotel and purchased rooms for "y :
two nights, telling them that he would personally work with L
TSRC to make sure that no one ever had to be left in the cold,
especially during a holiday. It wasn’t long before Guyon was the driving force behind
getting the Dayroom open each and every day of the year.

At the Center, he furnished a popcorn popper and all the popcorn the Day-
room guests could eat, making him known as the “popcorn man” at Tyler Street. Of-
ten, Guyon would sit down in the Dayroom and visit with many of the clients to hear
of their progress.

A special love Guyon had was for the children. He felt strongly that it was im-
portant that all children have the opportunity to get down on the floor and do age-
appropriate activities such as crawling, sliding and playing, so he volunteered much
of his time to assist in developing a separate Children and Families Dayroom at the
Center.

Serving as a Board Member for Catholic Family Service, Guyon had a unique
passion for the Interfaith Hunger Project and delivered groceries for the project. He
was also a member of the United Way and the Tyler Street Board, serving in various
posts from VP of Community Services to Campaign Co-Chairman in 2001. The com-
munity witnessed his strength and faith as they gathered for the Kickoff Luncheon
on the fateful morning of September 11,
