And there’s a bonus...the gentleman driver who
delivers her groceries always spends a few extra minutes to
visit with Rose and make sure she’s really doing okay and has

own basic needs met, Rose is a healthier and happier person.
She looks forward to the visits with her delivery driver and
especially enjoys the longer visits from her caseworker.
